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School Zone Safety Cameras

We are committed to Seattle’s Vision Zero
goal of eliminating traffic deaths and serious
injuries by 2030.

Speed is a factor in hundreds of collisions on our
streets each year. Safety cameras are a highly
effective way of slowing down speeds in school
zones. Since program inception, the average
number of traffic violations per camera per day
has decreased by 64 percent and average speeds
have decreased by 4 percent.

Safety cameras enforce the law indiscriminately;
every person driving through the school zone is
treated the same.

How it Works

© Safety cameras only operate when the school
zone beacons are flashing at school arrival
and dismissal.

@ Speed sensors in the pavement detect a
vehicle traveling above the speed threshold
and trigger the camera.

€ The Camera takes the first photo—known as
the “A” shot.

A pedestrian struck by a vehicle traveling at

@ A second set of speed sensors verify the
vehicle’s speed and the camera system takes
the second photo—known as the “B” shot.

The system also records a video clip of the
violation. A Seattle police officer reviews the
video before a speeding ticket is issued. The
safety camera ticket is treated as a parking
infraction and is not part of your driving record.

Camaras de seguridad de la zona escolar
Estamos comprometidos con la meta de Vision Zero
de Seattle de eliminar las muertes y lesiones graves
relacionadas con los accidentes de trafico para el
ano 2030.

La velocidad es un factor determinante de cientos

de los choques que ocurren en nuestras calles cada
ano. Las camaras de seguridad son una manera muy
eficaz de lograr que se disminuya la velocidad en las
zonas escolares. Desde que se inicid el programa, la
cantidad de infracciones de trafico por cdmara por dia
ha disminuido en un 64 por ciento y las velocidades
promedio han disminuido un 4 por ciento.

Las camaras de seguridad imponen ley de forma
indiscriminada. Se trata por igual a toda la gente que
pasa manejando por la zona escolar.

Como funciona

@ Las camaras de seguridad solo funcionan cuando
estan encendiéndose y apagandose las luces de la
zona escolar en los horarios de llegada y salida de
la escuela.

@ Sensores de velocidad ubicados en el pavimento
detectan a los vehiculos que viajan a una velocidad
superior a la maximay detonan la cdmara.

@ La camara toma una foto, también conocida como
la foto “A”".

@ Un segundo conjunto de sensores de velocidad
verifica la velocidad del vehiculo, y el sistema de
camaras toma una segunda foto, conocida como la
foto “B”.

El sistema también graba un video clip de la
infraccion. Un oficial de policia de Seattle revisa el
video antes de emitir una multa de velocidad. La
multa generada por la cdmara de seguridad se trata
como si fuera una infraccion de estacionamiento y no
se incluye en su historial de manejo.
